Use your research skills to find out what an ancient civilisation is. Write a simple
definition, then list the characteristics of a civilisation. List the names of some
ancient civilisations found from your research.

Use information books and the internet to find out about archaeology,
archaeologists, archaeological sites and artefacts. Create an information poster or
non-chronological report to record your findings. Include images if you can. Once
complete, share it with a family member.

Three of the world’s first civilisations include ancient Sumer, ancient Egypt and the
Indus Valley civilisation. Imagine that you are an archaeologist examining these
artefacts. Complete a table to record your observations and ideas about each
artefact.
